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1. Fill the pot with water and bring it to the boil.
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2. Put the pasta into the pot.
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3. Cut the ham and chicken into small pieces and put in bowl.

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5. Drain the pasta with the colander and put in the bowl.
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6. Spoon in some mayonnaise and stir it all together.
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7. Wash the dishes and wipe the table and surfaces.
